
The student has been informed about AES either through the Pre-Program Canvas
Course, by Student Affairs Coordinator, or has previously received accommodations

during their undergraduate studies. 

Student uploads documents via AES Website 

AES informs administrative support of the student’s
academic and potentially clinical accommodation

requests.

If clinical accommodations are needed, Administrative 
staff schedules an Accommodation Planning 

Committee (APC) meeting with the student and 
committee members. 

Meeting occurs to discuss accommodations and clarify 
what SRS and/or clinical community are able to facilitate. 

SRS AES PROCESS

Student accesses the AES website and downloads
required documents. 

Student has documents filled out by appropriate
healthcare provider

AES representative and student meet to discuss 
proposed accommodations. 

Students are encouraged to 
reach out to Student Affairs 
Coordinators at any time for 
support. While 
administrative staff primarily 
assist with exam-related 
accommodations, they also 
support instructors as 
needed. The coordination 
and implementation of all 
other accommodations is a 
shared responsibility 
between students, AES, and 
instructors.

Accommodation is not possible due to program or 
occupational requirements, patient safety regulations, 

clinical environment, or professional accreditation standards  
SRS and/or clinical community are able to 

provide accommodations  

Meeting minutes distributed and edited as need to 
reflect what was discussed 

Meeting minutes distributed and edited as need to
reflect accommodation plan and what was discussed

APC will work to identify reasonable alternatives, 
wherever possible. 

Accommodations and minutes approved

Accommodation letter is submitted automatically
and distributed to instructors, chair and admin. For

future modules, students must submit letters
themselves through Accommodate in PAWS

**Accommodation letters are considered living documents and may be updated by
students through AES. To ensure proper implementation of accommodations, SRS
requires a minimum of four weeks' notice to process any new or revised
accommodations.

Centralized list created of students and their specific
accommodations

Confidential list created of assessments 
Rooms and invigilators booked, and any additional
administrative accommodation needs processed

Students contacted by admin to lay out
accomodtions for assessments

**Students may request
accommodations at any time
throughout the duration of the
program.

**Any new or revised clinical
accommodation requests must be
submitted at least 10 weeks prior to the
start of the placement.
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
